Club Teams that have qualified multiple times, may award additional qualification(s) to
other teams within that Club Team’s organization. Qualifications passed on to other teams
within the organization may be applied to any age group or gender.

Note: Midwest Youth Tournaments reserves the right to award “At Large” bids to teams
that have entered tournaments during the 2009-2010 season, but were unable to participate
due to cancellation of an age division or to teams from areas where qualifying tournaments
were not held.

1. Age requirements for tournaments designated as 8U — 17U.

Eligibility to participate is based first on the age determining date. The grade of the athlete is not a consideration if the athlete meets the age
determining date. An athlete who does not meet the age determining date may qualify under the Grade Exception Rule. There is No Limit on
the number of grade exception athletes for any division.

Grade based tournaments (i.e. 2"'- 8" Grade) are based solely upon the grade of participating players.
Teams must submit roster with all required information before beginning tournament play complete with parent signature.
Coaches should have Birth Certificates and current Report Cards available should a protest occur concerning a player’s eligibility.
Teams electing to protest eligibility of a player or players on a team must do so prior to the start of a game accompanied by a $75 cash deposit. Protest will
not be accepted once a game begins. If the player is found to be ineligible, or if proper documentation cannot be produced, the $75 cash deposit will be
returned.
6. Ifaplayer is found to be ineligible, or if proper documentation cannot be produced, that player will be disqualified from further participation in the
tournament. The player’s team may continue in tournament play without the player.
7. Tournaments designated as “School Team”, must consist of players attending the same school or players that all feed into the same high school. Players must
be in the grade (or lower) for the division that they are participating in.
